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Thomas Merton in his book Conjectures of a Guilty Bystander writes of a life changing 
revelation he had at the corner of Fourth and Walnut back in 1955.  He was visiting Louisville 
from nearby Gethsemane.  He puts things this way: 
 
“In Louisville, at the corner of Fourth and Walnut, in the center of the shopping district, I was 
suddenly overwhelmed with the realization that I loved all those people, that they were mine 
and I theirs, that we could not be alien to one another even though we were total strangers.” 

 
Persons who have made a thorough study Merton’s life and work sees this epiphany as a real turning point for 
his life.  While living the monastic life, Merton felt a real kinship with the rest of humanity.   
 
Of course, we, as United Methodists, remember what is considered a turning point for our own John Wesley.  
It was about a quarter til nine, May 24, 1738 while attending a meeting on Aldersgate Street that Wesley felt 
his heart “strangely warmed.”  “I felt I did trust in Christ and Christ alone for salvation,” he wrote in his 
journal.   
 
I wonder if such experiences come to us all?  I remember an experience early in my adolescence that propelled 
me to give my life to Christ and at once seriously consider God’s call to full-time Christian service.   
 
Let me encourage you to consider your own Fourth and Walnut experiences.  What “heart warming” 
encounters have you had on your own Aldersgate Streets?  If you have had those sort of experiences, 
remember them anew.  Consider how they have helped to shape your life.  How has God worked through 
them?  More importantly, look forward with anticipation and faith to those experiences yet to come.  You 
never know what God has in store for you at Fourth and Walnut, on Aldersgate Street, the corner of Bardstown 
Road and Douglass, or wherever.

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Beautiful quilts, crocheted afghans, and blankets covered the Gym and the chancel rails in the Sanctuary the weekend 
of March 8 and 9 which incidentally was the same weekend that snow blanketed Louisville. The quilts and blankets 
were donated the following week to sick and needy children in the local area, newborn to 18 years of age, through 
Project Linus. Since the number in church was sparse due to the unusually large amount of snow, many did not hear 
the message that was shared with the Quilt Blessing. Requests were made to share the message in print with those 
unable to attend church. Below is a portion of that message that was delivered by Linda Bowles, a St. Paul Faith 
Quilter. 
 
“Project Linus was coined after the blanket-toting character in the Peanuts comics and born in 1992 by one women’s 
desire to comfort children and also challenge others to do so. There are nearly 400 Project Linus Chapters in the US 
and in foreign lands. The children who receive the quilts are going through some type of a crisis, long term medical 
treatments such as dialysis, chemo, burn therapy, etc; dealing with abuse or neglect, or some type of unforeseen crisis 
such as a fire, natural disaster, or death of a parent.  
 
An illness or crisis can be compared to the ‘winter’ in a person’s life – dark, depressing at times, and cold. 
Sometimes people have difficulty recognizing that God is with them because they maybe surrounded by sadness, 
hopelessness, or loss. Signs of spring, such as daffodils emerging from the snowy cold earth and more daylight hours, 
are important to feel renewal. Hopefully the blankets will be a message to those children and their families that the 
warmth, comfort, and happy feelings are signs that God is near them even when they feel overwhelmed by wintry 
feelings due to their difficult circumstances. 
 
Those of us that make quilts fill them with prayers as we create them hoping they will comfort the children that 
receive them. Many of the quilts are made with many different printed and bright fabrics so as a child is going 
through long treatments, the medical staff or their caregivers can play ‘I Spy’ or ‘Tell Me a Story About Whatever’ 
using the quilt as the catalyst for the games and to help pass time faster and elicit smiles from a child during long 
treatments. 
 
These quilts, afghans, and blankets are an outreach of St. Paul. There are 10 to 12 women in this church known as 
Faith Quilters whose purpose is to create charity quilts filled with a great deal of the love and to pass them along to 
people we do not know. We have been a small group for the last five years and created and donated over 250 quilts, 
blankets, and stuffed animals to children and nursing home residents. On the back of the quilts, a small tag is attached 
that says, ‘Made with Love from Faith Quilters, St. Paul Methodist, Louisville, KY’.  
 
In addition to the 34 quilts made by our church family, about 25 of the quilts have been made by members of the 
Louisville Chapter of the American Sewing Guild, who meet at St. Paul once a month to hold community service 
workdays. Fleece blankets were made by clients of Dreams With Wings which is a local organization that empowers 
adults who are mentally challenged. They planned to donate two or three blankets for our Quilt Blessing, but one of 
the male clients started making the blankets and it made him feel so good, he could not stop and created eight 
blankets. His actions inspired two other clients to make four more blankets, so twelve fleece blankets were made by 
Dreams With Wing clients. That passion and inspiration of helping children is really big hearted! This is a true 
example of ‘loving your neighbor as yourself’. I hope their selfless acts will help you to think about where you can 
use your talents and gifts to reach out to help others. 
 
The quilts, afghans, and blankets will help bring the feelings of spring, hope, and God’s love to the children who 
receive them.”

Thanks for your love and prayers for our family. Though miles and years separate us, our hearts are forever entwined. 
You saw us through Maddy’s life, her health struggles, her death and beyond. We felt blessed to be surrounded by such a 
loving church family. 
 
And all these years later, as we go through this heart-wrenching experience with Benny, we feel the love, prayers and 
upholding spirit of St. Paul again. Your emails, your messages on his carepage, and the fund you’ve set up for him—all 
of it makes us know, deep in our hearts, that we are not alone.
