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In the anxiety of starting school every year, my mom used to encourage me by saying, “Don’t 
worry about it, just do your best.”  That seemed to calm the jitters and freed me to enjoy the 
start of school a bit more.  The stuff of “doing your best” translated to other things as well.  
When it came to athletics, if I felt I had given my best then I could walk away with a degree of 
satisfaction. 
 
“Doing my best” took on sort of a philosophy of life for me.  As I grew in the faith, I came to 
understand that “doing my best” was a matter of making the best use of the gifts and talents 
God had given me.  It was matter of good stewardship.  It was both a recognition of God’s 
creative power and his good work in my life.   

 
During my high school years I struck upon a verse that seemed to hit it for me.   Paul, in talking about his being 
chosen by God to be an apostle, writes in I Corinthians 15:10, “But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his 
grace to me was not without effect.”  The idea of “what I am” and, more importantly, “who I am” became for me 
more a matter of God’s grace than anything.  I am who I am on account of the free gift of God’s love in my life.   
 
“Doing my best” then really became a celebration of who 
God was making me to be.  It was as much as anything a 
recognition of his love.  It took the focus off what I could 
do in my own energies and put the emphasis where it 
needed to be, upon God and what he was doing in and 
through me.  I have held I Corinthians 15:10 close to heart 
for years.  It continues to have effect because “God’s grace 
to me is not without effect.” 
 
Consider this: You are who you are by the grace of God.  
The more you and I understand that, the more fulfilled we 
will be and the more peaceful we will become, particularly 
when the world is calling us to something much different. 
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Jim Murphy will be retiring effective December 31 as 
Director of Ministries and Administration.  While Jim’s 
leadership will be missed around the church, we rejoice 
with him upon his retirement.  He has served the Lord and 
his church with integrity, vision, and heart.  St. Paul has 
benefited greatly from Jim’s ministry.  We wish him 
nothing but the very best in retirement.   
 
The Personnel Team will be appointing a search committee 
soon after the first of September to fill the vacancy left by 
Jim’s retirement.  Please be in prayer for this important 
process.

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Perhaps the title of this article has caught your attention.  Some of you are probably saying, “Well, of course worship is 
transformational.  It is worship after all.”  But some of you are probably thinking somewhere deep down, “What does 
she mean by that?  What do worship and transformation have to do with each other?”  I am so glad you asked! 
 
As I write this it is August 16.  I have been reflecting on what happened in the 9:00 a.m. worship last week and I 
wanted to share those reflections with you.  As we entered the worship space, we were each invited to take a rock.  
Through song we were reminded that we have victory through Jesus Christ, that God alone is holy and worthy of our 
praise, and that the Father’s love for us is vast and beyond measure.  We heard from the scriptures of the joy of the 
ancient Feast of Tabernacles and the shame of the woman caught in the act of adultery.  We also heard the miracle of 
Jesus’ forgiveness of that woman.  Karen Garner and Brian Ebel confronted us with the truth that we are guilty of 
throwing stones at the sins of others while being guilty of sin ourselves.  Jim Rittenhouse encouraged us through song 
to respond to the truth we had heard.  We were then allowed a time to respond to the Word.  I still remember the 
hollow sound my rock made as I dropped it on the altar table.  I remember the long line of people coming to do the 
same. We heard the ancient words that assure us of forgiveness.  In song, we asked the Fount of Every Blessing to 
come and fill our lives and bind us to God. 
 
Within three hours of the end of that service, I found myself criticizing and throwing verbal stones at those around me.  
My first thought was to throw up my hands and say, “It’s hopeless!  I’ll never change. Why even try?”  But then the 
still small voice of the Spirit reminded me that before the worship service, I would not even have been aware of what I 
was doing.  God used worship to quicken my awareness to an area of sin in my life I had been ignoring.  I had taken 
one more, small step on my journey of transformation into Christ-likeness. 
 
I won’t pretend that I can quantify how worship transforms me every week.  But I have faith that it does because I have 
faith that God will be present every week.  And you cannot be in the presence of God without being transformed.
