As Patrick’s time for solo 
presentation came, you could actually see the anticipation of everyone edging forward on their seats.  
 
“His father preceded his son’s performance with a prayer -- a prayer of thanks for the community’s support of the 
project, a prayer of thanksgiving for ALL the many aspects of the home makeover, and a prayer of gratitude for 
Patrick's abilities and opportunities with which he is endowed.  Mr. Hughes also offered thanks for the church 
and its role in the concert.  Others were also named and the audience “ooed” and aahed” at his humility.  
 
“Yes, the father had tears -- as did the crowd.  
 
“Then Patrick Henry put forth a highlight reel of his talents -- truly a heart-pounding, show-stopper.  This young 
man is not only a very good “challenged” musician, but an excellent artist.  Continuous applause and standing 
ovations were the standard.  Amazement maybe exceeded excitement as we paid tribute to Patrick Henry.  As 
good and as talented as the big brass band is, the show was - in reality - over.  
 
“As the father came to wheel his son away, they exchanged a few short words. And yes, the father again welled 
up with tears.  The audience - again - was hushed anew with a reverent “Now what?”  Patrick John then 
acknowledged his son’s admonition, “Dad, you thanked everybody but God!”  The crowd was silently awestruck.  
 
“Have you ever been deafened with silence?  Believe me, it is real.  Patrick John struggled to maintain voice 
control as he granted Patrick Henry’s wish -- to complete the giving of thanks.  And just as before, this prayer 
seemed all the more appropriate, humble, and well-delivered.  
 
“The value of testimony?  Everyone reacted with shaking their heads in wonderment, but the unspoken word was 
unanimous:  WOW! We heard it, we saw it, we felt it!  Patrick Henry GAVE it!  Thanks be to God.”
