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Christ calls us to be His disciples.  This call requires that we dedicate our 
lives completely to Him just as He gave Himself completely for us.  Ash 
Wednesday begins our passage through a time of dedication, preparation, and 
contemplation.  Ash Wednesday is experiential; allowing us to be physically 
and spiritually crossed with the ashes of last year’s burned palms.  In this act 
we remember our very humanity and weakness in the presence of God       
Almighty.  In this experience we are brought closer to our Father, the Creator 
of all things good. 

 
We greatly encourage you, your family, and your friends 
to be a part of this service, to be brought closer to God.  
The Wesleyan Choir will lead us in singing and will offer 
songs of praise and prayer. Come, let us prepare ourselves 
for the walk to Calvary. 
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Eugene Peterson paraphrases James 1:2-4 this way: “Consider it a sheer gift, friends, when tests and 
challenges come at you from all sides.  You know that under pressure, your faith-life is forced into 
the open and shows its true colors.  So don’t try to get out of anything prematurely.  Let it do its 
work so you can become mature and well-developed, not deficient in any way.” 
 
The challenges of life can do one of two things.  They either can embitter us or make us stronger.  
The decision as to how we will respond rests with us.  To respond with faith helps keep us focused.  

Our gaze is riveted upon God.  At once we realize his support and experience his love.  Peace in the midst of the 
storm begins to wash over us.  It’s not long before we realize that God has been walking with us all along. 
 
In the mix of those things that try us, our patience can run short.  Things can endure for what seems like an eternity.  
We begin to wonder if God is even around.  It’s during such times that we need to re-double our faith and realize 
that God’s every intention is to make us stronger and, in the end, more deeply rooted in him.   
 
I like this story told of a man who one day decided to quit everything.  “I quit my job, my relationships, my 
spirituality,” he said.  “I wanted to quit my life when I went to the woods to have one last talk with God.”   
 
“God,” I said, “Can you give me one reason not to quit?”  His answer surprised me. 
 
“Look around,” he said, “Do you see the ferns and the bamboo?”  “Yes,” I replied.  “When I planted the fern and the 
bamboo seeds, I took very good care of them.  I gave them light.  I gave them water.  The ferns quickly grew from 
the earth.  Their brilliant green covered the floor.  Yet nothing came from the bamboo seed.  
 
“In the second year the ferns grew more vibrant and plentiful.  And again, nothing came from the bamboo seed.  In 
the third year, there was still nothing from the bamboo seed.  That was true even for the fourth year.  
 
“In the fifth year though, a tiny sprout emerged from the earth.  Compared to the ferns it was seemingly small and 
insignificant.  Just six months later the bamboo rose to over 100 feet tall.  It had spent five years growing roots.  
Those roots made it strong and gave it just what it needed to survive.  
 
“Did you not know, my child, that all this time you have been struggling, you have actually been growing roots?  I 
did not quit on the bamboo and I will not quit on you.  Your time will come.  You too will rise high.” 
 
God never quits.  His love perseveres which, in turn, helps us persevere.  Let’s stay at it when it comes to trying 
times.  God will see us through to the end that we will become stronger than when we first began and certainly more 
deeply rooted than at the start.
