I was interested to hear 
about the recent University 
of Arizona study which 
states that males and 
females effectively say the 
same amount of words each 
day.  On average that 
number rests at 16,000.  The 
study published in the July 
2007 issue of Science, 

included nearly 400 undergraduate students–200 
women and 186 men.  Each student wore a device 
called an electronically activated recorder that 
quietly made a tally of the number of words 
spoken by each student.   
 
Gone are the days picturing Chatty Cathy and 
Silent Steve.  In fact, in my own interaction with 
married persons, I have found that many times 
men are the more expressive.   
 
One of the things the study brings to mind for me 
is not the amount of words, but their quality.  
Whether it’s 16,000 words a day or 16 million, it’s 
the type of speech we use that’s important.  
Sometimes all we talk about are things on the 
surface.  There’s only so much we can say about 
the weather or the local sports team.   Often times 
we never really get around to saying what’s really 
on our minds. We talk a lot, but don’t really say 
anything.  When it comes to serious things, more 
important things, mums the word.   Sometimes this 
sort of silence permeates our homes and those we 
love the most.   
 
Sometimes our speech can be cutting and hurtful.  
I remember as a youngster hearing the phrase, “If 
you can’t say anything nice, then don’t say 
anything at all.”  In almost every instance this is a 
good rule of thumb. 
 
There’s also a lot of wasted speech that is not at all 
becoming God’s work in our lives.  We have all 
been guilty of the stray cuss word, the off color 
joke, or a word of malicious gossip.  We need to 

watch it.  Surely there are better ways to express 
ourselves.   
 
Regrettably, there are a lot of things left unsaid, 
like a well placed, “I love you,” or “I miss you.”  
An encouragement can speak volumes.  Our 
failure to consistently give an effective witness to 
what God is doing in our lives is hugely indicting. 
 
I encourage you to consider how you are using 
your daily dose of 16,000 words.  Such a 
consideration is really a consideration of the heart.  
Is Christ pleased by what you say?  Does what you 
say honor him?   
 
James 3:9-12 offers a helpful word here, “With the 
tongue we praise our Lord and Father, and with it 
we curse others, who have been made in God’s 
likeness.  Out of the same mouth come praise and 
cursing.  This should not be.  Can both fresh water 
and salt water flow from the same spring?  Can a 
fig tree bear olives, or a grapevine bear figs?  
Neither can a salt spring produce fresh water.”   
 
May the Lord bless us in our speech and enable us 
both to glorify him and build one another up by 
what we say.
