A first grade teacher heard
one of her students
humming the first few bars
of “The Star-Spangled
Banner.” Trying to engage
him in a quick bit of
American history, she went
over to his desk and asked,
“Scott, do you know what it
is you're humming?” “Yes,”
he replied, “It's an old baseball song.”

It seems that's the way it is these days. The
patriotic songs we sing have lost their meaning and
the one day we set aside to consider the freedom
we have as a country is just another day in the
park. One of the strange ironies of this season ir
which we live is that it has become less and less
politically correct to extol the virtues of our
country. Many are much too quick to run down
rather than build up.

The 4" of July is a special day in my book. Itis a
day in which we all should give pause from our
otherwise busy lives and remember the great
freedoms that are ours as Americans.
Tremendous sacrifices have been made on ou
behalf to insure those freedoms. We need to work
as hard as we can to make sure that those sarr
freedoms are extended to the generations tha
follow us.

Abraham Lincoln during the height of the Civil
War was asked, “Do you think God is on our
side?” Lincoln responded by saying, “Sir, my
concern is not whether God is on our side. My
great concern is to be on God’s side.” That should
be a concern as well. That's not so much a matte
of separation of church and state as it is a distinct
decision regarding how we will live our lives. To
be concerned about the will of God and the way he
would have us live ought to be paramount in any
consideration of how we conduct ourselves within
the political realm. As Christians, we ought to
consider ourselves as “good leaven in the lump.”

Peter Marshall once led the United States Senate
with the following prayer, “Lord Jesus, thou who
art the way, the truth, and the life; hear us as we
pray for the truth that shall make all free. Teach us
that liberty is not only to be loved but also to be
lived. Liberty is too precious a thing to be buried
in books. It costs too much to be hoarded. Help
us see that our liberty is not the right to do as we
please, but the opportunity to please to do what is
right.” Let's make that our prayer as well.
