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A couple of weeks ago I had the opportunity to spend a 24 hour period at the Abbey at Gethsemane.  
You are probably aware that Gethsemane is just outside Bardstown.  It is best known as the place where 
Thomas Merton lived and served.  You may also know Gethsemane as a great place for cheese and 
fruitcakes.  Gethsemane is so much more than any of these things. 
 
The day I visited was picture perfect.  The sun shone with springtime brightness.  There wasn’t a cloud 
in the sky.  It was a great day to marvel at God’s creation. 

 
The small group of pastors I was with had taken some time to be apart from things and leave themselves open to what 
God had in store.  Immediately I noticed that there was a certain rhythm to things at Gethsemane. 
 
Every day at Gethsemane is punctuated with worship and time for contemplation.  There are a series of seven worship 
services every day, the first of which starts at 3:30 in the morning.  One of the older monks explained that things 
changed a few years ago and they get to “sleep in” now.  I wouldn’t call celebrating worship at 3:30 in the morning as 
sleeping in. 
 
The monks at Gethsemane have pulled away from the world.  They don’t watch TV.  They don’t keep up with the latest 
fads.  They have little regard for the fashion of the day.  Their every desire is to be wholly devoted to God.  One monk 
put it this way, “We don’t recreate.  We don’t visit restaurants.  We don’t worry about our next meal.  We simply 
worship and work.  We leave plenty of time to spend with the Lord.” 
 
I found myself particularly taken by the deep devotion of the monks.  They had given up a lot in order to give them  
themselves to the Lord.  I left with the impression that theirs was an effort to have a little heaven here on earth.  Their 
worship was simply put.  Much of it was given over to singing the Psalms.  In a word, their day revolved around the 
worship.  Worship was by no means an addendum, but an integral part of life. 
 
As I left Gethsemane, I found myself encouraged to seek the same sort of rhythm for my own life.  While I don’t 
anticipate waking up at 3:30 in the morning, I do desire to make worship more a part of my everyday life.  I realize that 
such worship doesn’t need to be elaborate or involved but simple and sincere.  I know that by opening my heart to God 
throughout the day, I will become more aware that his presence has been with me all along. 
 
I will never forget my first brush with the Abbey of Gethsemane.  I look forward to returning.  It’s always good to get 
away, particularly with the intent to meet God anew.  I pray that you and I will be able to do that more as we walk 
through each day. 
�

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Since the beginning of the Lenten Season, the 7th and 8th grade Sunday School class has been discussing ways to help the 
needy.  We have referred many times to Matthew 25:31-46 where we are reminded to consider the “least of these.”  We 
have discussed our connectional denomination and how the churches can do more together than we can do as an 
individual church.  We have discussed UMCOR (United Methodist Committee on Relief) and viewed videos about the 
varied ways UMCOR gives support to those in need.  During this time, the class has also considered the work of the 
Heifer Project.  We viewed websites and considered information in our “catalog” of giving options.  It became clear that 
our choices could be so much more than just “something to eat.”  To date, the class has raised $270.  After careful 
consideration and discussion, the class plans to use this money in the following manner: 
 
$144 to UMCOR    This amount will be enough to feed three families of five suffering from famine in Africa for three 
months. 
 
$60 to Heifer Project   A trio of rabbits.  Rabbits are easy to care for and they eat simple foods.  These rabbits help 
poor families increase their protein intake and income. 
 
$20 to Heifer Project   A flock of chicks.  Chicks offer protein packed eggs to eat or sell.  Chickens require little space 
and can live on available food scraps. 
 
$20 to Heifer Project   A flock of ducks.  Ducks offer eggs to eat and/or sell.  They also help produce better crops in 
the fields because ducks remove weeds and bugs and add fertilizer. 
 
$26 to Heifer Project    A “share” of a goat.  Goats cost $120; our $26 will be added to gifts from others to buy a goat. 
 
We have some truly fine young people in our youth program.  Those of us who are lucky enough to be with them every 
week have an opportunity to get to know how very special they are. 
 
*By the way, this is the same group that in December selected three gifts for teens from the HCM Giving Tree, raised the 
money, and shopped for the gifts.  This group is truly “doing what disciples do.”

The first definition I learned of worship was that the word worship comes from the old English word weorthscipe which 
means to ascribe something as worthy.  I was then further instructed that this was how we worshipped, we tell God that 
He is worthy of all praise, honor, and glory.  I think my first definition of worship might be a good jumping off point, but 
it is missing a whole lot of the story.  In this definition of worship, I am the subject of the sentence pointing my action of 
worship at God the object of the sentence.  If God is only the object of our worship, if God just sits and observes us as 
we go through our acts of worship, then we have placed God somewhere far removed from us like the patron of the 
opera in the furthest box seat from the stage.  Yet scripture repeatedly tells us that God is close to us.  God is far more 
than just the object or observer of our worship, He is the initiator. 
 
Our relationship with God is like a dance where God initiates and we respond.  How does that dance play out in 
worship?  Bob Webber juxtaposes these two views of worship this way, “If God is the object of worship, then worship 
must proceed from me, the subject, to God, who is the object. . . . If God is understood, however, as the personal God 
who acts as subject in the world and in worship rather that the remote God who sits in the heavens, then worship is 
understood not as the acts of adoration God demands of me but as the disclosure of Jesus, who has done for me what I 
cannot do for myself. In this way worship is the doing of God’s story within me so that I live in the pattern of Jesus’ 
death and resurrection.” [Robert Webber, The Divine Embrace: Recovering the Passionate Spiritual Life (Grand Rapids: 
Baker Books, 2006), 232.]  God has initiated His life in us and our response is one of grateful worship; a worship that 
retells God’s story and lives out God’s story in my every minute of my every day.  Worship is then not something we do, 
but something we are.  It is transformative and infectious.  It changes not only how we see ourselves, but how we see 
God, others, and the world. 
 
Do you need a new definition of worship?  Do you need to rethink how you come to and participate in worship?  
Summer is coming. Why not make this summer a season of plumbing the depths and reaching the heights of all worship 
is supposed to be?
