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Year End Tax Planning

Your qualified retirement plan, i.e. IRA, 401-K, TSA, Pension oripsifaring plan can be your best or your worst
investment.

Whether or not it is a good investment depends, not only on whathert you get a good return on your money, but
also depends on whether or not you can stay off the slippery slogeesf tvhich can cause devastating results for the
unwary.

Example:

1. Failure to take the required minimum distribution by April 15 afteribg age 70 1/2 can result in a 50% penalty on
the untaken portion plus income taxes, at rates up to 35% on the remaining portion

2. Moving your retirement money into a “rollover” IRA can be equaitky. You have 60 days to put the money into
an IRA, or it will be subject to income taxes at your highest riftyou use the money for something else during the
60-day transition period, and run past the 60-day limit to complete tisfdrayou cannot get an exception from the
I.LR.S.

3. Some qualified planning trust documents require a trustee-tedrtransfer to do a rollover IRA. If you withdraw
your retirement money, planning to put the money into a rollover IRAiw60 days, you could end up paying
income tax on the full amount, if this transaction is not permitted by yotodiakdocuments.

4. To withdraw money from a retirement plan and then donateaitpioilanthropic organization, i.e. church, school,
hospital, etc, can raise your adjusted gross income, resultexgrantaxes on social security, and possibly triggering
other taxes. A better way is to transfer the account directly to the philpiatiorganization, and let the organization
liquidate the account.

5. Estate owners, who have qualified plan money, and who also hate asexcess of $2,000,000 ($4,000,000 if
married) will find the qualified plan money may be subject tatestaxes at 45%, and income taxes in respect of
decedent at 35%, and total taxes that may exceed 70%. Indbisyoa may want to transfer your qualified plan
assets to your philanthropic organization.

6. If you are age 72 or over, you have a one time opportunity todramnsfto $100,000 in qualified plan money to a
charity before December 31, 2007, thus avoiding both income aaxesll as federal estate, and/or state inheritance
taxes.

As one can see, the way we handle our qualified plan money can be very tricky.
The areas listed above are only a few of the many obstacles and potenteggdsan dealing with qualified plan monies.

These issues often arise at the time of death, or when one ecmmtally impaired, a time when these issues can pass
unnoticed until it is too late! This can be very costly to one’s survivors!

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Every year it happens and every year, to be perfectly honestkstme offl But this year | saw my first Christmas
commercial two weekbefore Halloween! We have become a very NOW culture. We want diresgly in fifteen
minutes or less. We want our problems solved in less than anjbsulije on T.V.] If someone waits more than one
second after the light turns green, we honk at them. We have loshplaeity to wait. We cannot even wait until
Thanksgiving to start decorating for Christmas.

If there is no waiting, there is no anticipation. Anticipatisnwihat sweetens whatever good thing we are waiting for.
Several of my friends are pregnant right now; they are learning the art afgvaits they wait, their bodies are performing
the mysterious job of nourishing and protecting their babies and preparingatsemvive in our world. We need to all
take a few lessons from these mothers and their babies.

Advent is the season of waiting, of anticipation. Advent is a remioid@hat we as Christians are waiting for: the coming
of Christ to the manger and the return of Christ to reign om.edrike my friends, the new mothers, and like Mary the
mother of Jesus, we need to spend time preparing our hearts, our homes, lmed forthe coming of the Divine Child
and the Risen King. Like those new lives safely embraced in thathers’ wombs, we need to be feeding on the
nourishment the Holy Spirit provides through individual Bible study andeprag well as corporate worship and
fellowship. These things help prepare us for our true home in the Kingdom of God.

So what can we do to counteract our NOW culture as we walk througlotitasmof November and December. Here are a
few ideas | had:

- Take time to be still and wait before the Lord. Read the proghdlcat foretold the coming of Christ. Meditate on
their fulfillment in Jesus of Nazareth.

- Ask God to reveal Himself to you in a deeper way this season. AskoGeddal who you are in Him in a deeper way
as well.

- Consider how you celebrate the holidays. Do you need to simplify wtebrrations? Do you need to reconsider your
holiday budget?
