Being able to 
adjust is critical.  Failing to do so leaves us 
frustrated and anxious.   
 
It’s good to know that in the midst of all that 
changes we have a God who is forever 
consistent in his love.  To stand upon that 
love and to live in it helps us to persevere 
come what may.   
 
The writer of Hebrews reminds us that “Jesus 
Christ is the same yesterday and today and 
forever.”  (Hebrews 13:8)   Recognizing this 
in the midst of change provides us a sure 
foundation and a ready place to anchor our 
lives. 
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Over the next couple of weeks, we will be conducting our 
annual financial stewardship campaign.

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What does God want from us?  What pleases God?  Is it beautiful music?  Outstanding architecture?  Is it profound 
sermons?   
 
When we come to worship, we come to bless God.  What blesses God?  Is it long and pious prayers?  Is it nice clothes 
and refined looks?  Is it loud, happy music that makes you want to clap along?  Is it a polished video presentation or a 
flawlessly presented anthem? What does God want? 
 
All of these things are fine and good, but I don’t think any of them are what God wants from us when we come to 
worship.  When we look in the Psalms, we can see clearly what the Lord asks us to bring to Him in worship.  The first 
is a broken and contrite spirit. “For you will not delight in sacrifice, or I would give it; you will not be pleased with a 
burnt offering.  The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; a broken and contrite heart, O God, you will not despise.”   
[Ps 51:16-17 (ESV)]  God wants us to come to Him knowing that we are His creatures, made by His hands and that we 
have sinned against God.  This knowledge gives us a broken and contrite spirit.  We come knowing God is holy and we 
are not, but in God’s magnificent and magnanimous grace we find forgiveness, acceptance, and love.  We find we are 
no longer God’s enemies, but adopted into God’s own family.  This reconciliation brings us to the second thing God 
wants from us: a grateful spirit.  “The one who offers thanksgiving as his sacrifice glorifies me;” [Ps 50:23a (ESV)] 
Thanksgiving is not just a Thursday in November.  It is an attitude that remembers that all we have comes from God.  
When we come to worship in thanksgiving for all God has done for us, God is glorified.  Sometimes it is a sacrifice to 
say “thanks” especially when our circumstances are other than we would choose.  But when we remember all God has 
done for us and the glory, peace, and power that are ours in Christ Jesus, thanksgiving should be the natural response. 
 
All the things we mentioned at the top of this page are good things, especially when they come out of the overflow of 
our gratitude to God in response for all He has done for us.  But if we are only bringing the externals of worship to 
God, it is not worship at all but merely mediocre entertainment.  As you prepare for worship over the next few weeks, 
what will you bring to God?  Are you ready to take the next step: to enter His presence humbly and with thanksgiving?  
When we do so, we find that God is ready to reveal Himself to us in ways we have never imagined.
