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On those Friday nights when the Atherton football team is playing at home, I’ll make 
my way over to their stadium and watch a part of the game.  I’ll usually take the dogs 
with me and watch the game from a distance.  I did that the very first game of the 
season when Atherton broke their multi-season losing streak.  They barely held on to 
win against a fine Kentucky Country Day team.  The jubilation at the end of the game 
was electric.  I was thankful to have witnessed the celebration.  
 
Call it pulling for the underdog or rooting for my son’s alma mater, I read with great 
interest the Atherton score in the newspaper each Saturday morning.  I have a soft spot 

for a group of kids that work so hard, yet have so little to show for it in the way of victories.   
 
Last Friday, while the rest of the football universe was focused on the St. X-Trinity game, I found myself 
yet again with the dogs standing in the field overlooking the Atherton stadium.  The Rebels were playing 
Owen County.  I can’t say it was the best football I had seen, but through sheer tenacity and will Atherton 
came from behind and scored an 18-14 victory.  The smallish crowd erupted with jubilation.  The players 
were ecstatic.  Everyone was relieved that another victory had been tallied.   
 
The Atherton football team has more than caught my attention.  I am proud of their accomplishments.  
They have hung in there when very few would have.  Those young men are learning lessons that will last 
them a lifetime.  It’s not so much their hard work that catches my fancy, but their heart.  It’s not easy 
putting on the chin strap when you’re losing all the time.  These players have done that though and it is 
paying off. 
 
I consider my own heart in things when the odds are 
stacked against me.  While hard work is important, it’s 
heart that really makes the difference.  It allows me to stay 
focused, helps me to persevere, and eventually brings me 
to the other side.  Staying at it when things are tough isn’t 
easy, but sometimes that’s the way things are.  I’m 
encouraged that whether in the good or bad, God is 
present to walk alongside.

In February 2005, the band was 
featured at the Kentucky Music Educators Conference (KMEA). In October of the same year, Phillip Smith, first 
trumpet with the New York Philharmonic, accepted an invitation to solo with the DCBB at the University of Louisville 
School of Music. In October of 2006, the band featured Jason Ham, euphonium soloist with the United States Military 
Academy Band at West Point, NY. In April 2007, the band competed at the 25th. annual North American Brass Band 
(NABBA) competition. With a record 28 bands competing, the DCBB placed 4th in their division in their 2nd 
appearance at the prestigious competition
