Park and Pine Mountain State Park. While there we did a deaabf hiking, sight seeing and even some horseback
riding.

The greatest impression left upon me, however, was the abundapiaatdife, the miracle of how these plants live
and die, and together with the animal kingdom create their mesphere in the mountains. Many of the plants
including rhododendron, ferns and even some evergreens sink their tootkerthinly layered decaying plant
matter on top of the rocks (some boulders were twice the $imeychouse).
