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The story is told of a young man 
named Bill who evidently sported a 
pretty wild hair, wore a t-shirt with 
holes in it, jeans and no shoes.  This 
was his wardrobe his entire four years 
of college.  He was brilliant and kind 

of profound.  While attending college he became a 
Christian.   
 
Across the street from Bill’s campus was a well-
dressed, fairly staid church.  They wanted to 
develop a ministry to the students, but were not 
sure how to go about it.   
 
One day Bill decided to go there.  He walked in 
with no shoes, jeans, t-shirt and wild hair.  The 
service had already started, so Bill made his way 
down the aisle looking for a seat.  
 
The church was completely packed and he 
couldn’t find a seat.  It wasn’t long before people 
began to feel a bit uncomfortable, but no one said 
a thing.  Bill got closer and closer to the pulpit, 
when he realized there were no seats.  It was then 
that he just squatted down right on the carpet.  By 
now the people were getting very uneasy.  The 
tension in the air was thick.   
 
About this time, the minister noticed one of the 
real patriarchs of the church making his way 
toward Bill.  The man was in his eighties, had 
silver hair, and was dressed to the nines.  He was 
the sort of man that exuded dignity and grace.  As 
he walked toward the boy, everyone couldn’t 
blame the man for what they thought he was about 
to do.  How can you expect a man of his age and 
background to understand some college kid on the 
floor? 
 
It took a long time for the man to reach the boy.  
The church was utterly silent except for he 
clicking of the man’s cane.  All eyes were focused 
on him.  The pastor couldn’t even preach his 
sermon until he saw the drama play out.   
 

Once the man finally made his way to the front of 
the church, he dropped his cane and with great 
difficulty lowered himself down and sat right next 
to Bill so that he wouldn’t have to be alone during 
worship. 
 
Everyone was overawed by what the man was 
teaching them.  When the pastor gained control, he 
said, “What I’m about to preach, you will never 
remember.  What you have just seen, you will 
never forget.”  The pastor was right.   
 
May it be that we are looking for ways to live out 
our faith whether it’s at church or elsewhere.  Our 
Lord would have us do nothing less.

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How Do We Respond? 
We have all been there: the choir or soloist has sung 
or an instrumentalist has played and you have been 
ushered into the presence of God.  The music ends 
and you want to respond in some way, but you are at 
a loss as to what to do.  Do you clap?  Say, “Amen?”  
What is the appropriate response? 
 
Let’s start by remembering for whom the musicians 
here at St Paul are giving their gifts.  It is not you.  It 
is God.  We have such outstanding musicians here at 
St Paul, it would be easy to divert our attention to 
them and their talents.  I think I can speak for all of 
them when I say that is the last thing we want.  The 
goal of a church musician is to be completely 
invisible in the midst of the glory and praise of God.  
It is our job to place ourselves before the throne of 
God and in so doing, lead others to do the same.  We 
appreciate the praise that comes our way, but all we 
are trying to do is reflect the glory of our God. 
  
I have a very vivid memory of a Sunday several 
years ago.  The choir had just finished a rousing 
anthem.  As the last chord rang out, the voice of a 
small child came from the transept.  Unable to 
contain himself, the little guy hollered, “Yea!”  Was 
it appropriate? Of course! He was responding to 
what he heard in the way that seemed right to him. 
 
Is clapping appropriate?  Sure, if it focused toward 
God.  What about a rousing “Amen!”?  Definitely, as 
long as it is a response to God and not an effort to 
look holy to your neighbor.  Or perhaps our response 
is a moment of deep, silent, stillness at the end of a 
piece of music.  In that stillness you can feel God 
rush in; joyful that one of His sons or daughters is 
doing what they were created to do and we as a 
congregation are able to be still and know that God is 
God.  The truth is we need to respond to God.  We 
need to be able to respond in gratitude to God for His 
faithfulness and to His servants for their willingness 
to be God’s instruments of praise.  How that 
response comes is as varied as the people who attend 
our church.  The key is to keep our focus on the 
Giver and not the gifts and to respond in honesty of 
heart and mind.       - Lori Elbert
